Since there are sometimes several schedule options for one
course, you must make sure your course schedule fulfills any relevant requirements.

*  Master (or ‘graduate’) level minimum: 9 credits
» International undergraduate students enrolled in 12 credits (9 credits for graduate) may take only one online course
per semester
